General Requlations

The Provincial Festival Board is responsible for creating and enforcing the regulations contained herein.
The regulations govern all four affiliated local festivals, as well as the provincial festival. The purpose of
the regulations is to ensure that: (i) PEI festivals adhere to common standards; and (ii) festival
competitions are conducted in a fair and equitable manner.

The four local festival organizing committees are responsible for the working management of local
festivals. Please consult your local festival addendum for additional rules specific to your festival.

Contestants, teachers and parents are responsible for reading and complying with the regulations and
entering the correct classes; non-compliance may result in disqualification. For the purpose of
festival competition, disqualification means the contestant will receive a written adjudication only.

The adjudication system of the Prince Edward Island Kiwanis Music Festival Association is designed to
recognize each participant for his or her own individual performance. Whether the classes are
competitive or non-competitive, each performance is adjudicated according to its own merit and not in
comparison with others. Each participant will receive positive instruction and encouragement. A gold,
silver or bronze seal will be added to the adjudication sheet reflecting the standard achieved for that
particular performance. This standard is pre-determined by the adjudicator. The marks represented by the
seals are as follows: Gold 88 or above, Silver 84-87, Bronze 80-83. The mark itself will not be made
public and is used solely in deciding final awards.

1. The PEI music festivals shall be open to non-professionals who are (i) Canadian
citizens; or (ii) living or studying in the province.

2. A “non-professional” is defined as a person whose principal means of livelihood is not
obtained from the performance of music in the particular discipline in which he or she is
competing. Musicians who are members of ACTRA, Equity or the American Federation of
Musicians of the United States and Canada (AFM/AFofM) are considered to be
professional. A competitor who qualifies as a professional for the purpose of a particular
discipline may enter as an amateur in other disciplines.

3. Music Festival contestants should compete in their designated home festival. For the
purpose of these regulations, “home festival” is defined as the local festival that operates
in the contestant’s place of residence and/or study. Contestants who wish to compete in an
alternate local festival must submit a request in writing to the Provincial Administrator
prior to the entry deadline, stating the reason for the request.

4. Contestants have the option of entering local festival classes on a competitive or
noncompetitive basis. Any person or group interested in participating non-competitively
may (i) enter designated “noncompetitive” classes; or (ii) indicate on the entry form that
the entry is “for adjudication only”. In each case, the contestant will receive a written
adjudication. Non-competitive entries do not qualify for awards and provincial festival.

5. In the provincial festival, the disciplines are as follows:
Vocal, Choral, Musical Theatre, Piano, Strings, Woodwind, Brass, Percussion, Organ and
Guitar

6. In the provincial festival, the age categories for all disciplines are as follows:
Junior 11 years and under Intermediate 14 years and under

Senior 17 years and under Advanced 28 years and under
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In local festivals, additional disciplines and age levels are listed in the syllabus.
Pre-Junior (8 years and under) to adult.
Graded and Non-Age limited classes are also available in local festivals, as listed in the
Syllabus.
The age of a contestant in all classes shall be considered as of DECEMBER 31 of the previous
calendar year.
A solo contestant entering a specific age category in a discipline must remain in that age category
throughout the classes offered in the discipline.
A contestant entering a specific graded category in a discipline must remain in that graded
category throughout the classes offered in the discipline.
A solo contestant who has won the provincial class in his/her age category and discipline for three
consecutive years must advance to the next age category in that discipline the following festival
year. This does not preclude the contestant from competing in the lower age category in another
discipline in the same local festival.
Entry fees are set by each local festival and payable to the local festival at the time of
entry. Without exception, all entry fees are non-refundable.
Entry procedures, including deadline dates for entries, are set by each local festival.
Refer to the local festival addenda for specific guidelines.
Local festivals have the discretion to set the terms and conditions of their own
programming, including the classes offered.
Entry forms must be fully and accurately completed by the contestant and/or teacher.
Incomplete forms will not be accepted. The forms must contain the following information:
o full titles of ALL selections, including names of movements, if applicable
o exact PERFORMANCE TIME (in minutes and seconds) of each selection
e complete names of composers
e name of accompanist
e number of members in an ensemble or group
o request for special scheduling (cannot be guaranteed)
Changes in own choice selections or classes entered may not be made after entries are submitted
without the permission of the local coordinator and the payment of a $10.00 fee.
An entry submitted by one contestant cannot be transferred to another contestant.
A contestant cannot perform the same selection in two consecutive years.
A contestant cannot perform the same selection in more than one class.
If a contestant is performing one movement of a multi-movement composition as an own-choice
selection, he or she may perform another movement as a second own-choice selection
Original copies of music for own-choice selections must be supplied by contestants. The
class number and contestant number must be clearly marked for the adjudicator. The first
bar of each line must be numbered.
The standard and suitability of own-choice selections will be given due consideration by
the adjudicators.
A “concerted work” is defined as any composition originally written for solo instrument with
orchestral /band accompaniment.
Repeats in the score are generally omitted; however, the repetition of short sections
may be observed to preserve the structure of the composition. All Da Capo and Dal
Segno markings must be observed.
In all vocal classes, including choral classes, transposition one full tone up or down is permitted.
Memory work is encouraged in all festivals. No specific number of marks is allotted for memory
work; memorized performances, however, will be given due consideration by the adjudicators.
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A contestant who withdraws from a programmed class must notify the local festival coordinator
prior to the festival.

Contestants must provide their own accompanists and are responsible for any related costs
incurred.

Adjudicators’ decisions must be accepted as final. Contestants, teachers and parents are
prohibited from approaching the adjudicator to discuss these issues.

Bands, choirs, instrumental ensembles and string orchestras must use only bona fide
members. A “bona fide” member is defined as a person who has been a practicing
member of the ensemble for at least three consecutive months immediately prior to the
festival performance.

In Choral classes with age restrictions, no more than 5% of the choir membership is permitted to
exceed the age limit. No member can exceed the age limit by more than two years.

Choral conductors are not permitted to sing with their choirs.

All copyrights regarding music must be observed. Contestants, accompanists and
directors using unauthorized photocopies of copyrighted music will be

disqualified from the class in question.

All contestants using e-print music must provide proof of purchase.

Eligibility requirements for local festival awards and scholarships are determined by the
local festival organizing committees. Contestants are advised to consult their local festival
addendum for the rules specific to their festival.

Oral introductions in solo classes are not permitted in any discipline.
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Local festival adjudicators may recommend for provincial competition not more than two solo
contestants per age category in each of the following disciplines: Vocal, Piano, Strings,
Woodwind, Brass, Percussion, Organ, Guitar and Musical Theatre. An ensemble of (3-12
performers) may be recommended by the adjudicator. An Instrumental ensemble, with 3 or
more performers, where parts are not doubled, may be recommended by the adjudicator.

Suggested levels for piano in the provincial festival are:

Junior: Grade 2to Grade 5

Intermediate: Grade 5 to Grade 8

Senior: Grade 8 to Grade 10/ARCT
Advanced: Grade 10 to ARCT or Associate Level.

A local festival choir in each provincial choral class may be advanced to the provincial festival
if chosen to do so by the adjudicator.

Contestants recommended to the provincial festival must complete a PEIKMFA provincial
entry form and return it to the local festival coordinator.

The adjudicators must sign all provincial festival recommendation forms.

NEW FOR 2019-2022 Participants will be eligible for recommendation to the National
Festival Competition from classes listed within the Provincial Syllabus. To choose the
appropriate classes with the required repertoire please refer to the National Festival
Syllabus for information.

Provincial festival contestants must perform two contrasting selections in all disciplines except

Musical Theatre and Instrumental Ensemble. The selections must be chosen from repertoire

performed by the contestant in the local festival. Recommendations on repertoire will be made by

local festival adjudicator(s) for provincial contestant(s) to consider. The following provisos apply:
Senior and Advanced instrumentalists who wish to qualify for all senior/advanced
awards, and/or National Music Festival, may perform additional movements of
multi-movement works performed in the local festival.

Senior and Advanced vocalists and Music Theatre who wish to qualify for the National
Music Festival may perform a maximum of three selections.

Contestants must adhere to the time limits specified: Junior 12 minutes, Intermediate 15
minutes, senior 40 minutes and advanced 40 minutes.

Requests for scheduling changes will not be considered.
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National Music Festival Classes - General Requlations

Solo contestants and chamber groups must enter the appropriate repertoire in the local

festival, Repertoire requirements for each class are out-lined on pages 5 — 13.

Contestants must not be over 28 years of age on December 31 prior to the National Festival.
Contestants must provide their own accompanists. Accompaniment is restricted to one piano.

All copyrights must be observed, Contestants must provide original scores of music in the proper
key. The accompanist must have an original score on the piano, and members of chamber groups
must perform from original parts. The first bar of each line in the adjudicator’s copy of the music
must be numbered.

The provincial winner in each discipline may be recommended to compete in the National Music
Festival. Alternates may be recommended at the discretion of the provincial festival adjudicators.

Performance Regulations — Classes 1 Through 9

1.

A high standard of music is expected at each level: Local Festival, Provincial Festival and National
Festival. Selections must be of advanced difficulty and include at least one large-scale work.
Contrasting styles and periods of music should be reflected in the repertoire chosen.
Memorization of all repertoire is mandatory for solo contestants in classes 1-4. Memorization is
encouraged in Woodwind solo (5), Brass solo (6), and Percussion solo (7), but not required. For
multi-instrument works, memorization is encouraged but not required. In Chamber Music (8)
memorization is encouraged but not required.

Contestants in NF Classes at the provincial and national levels must perform the selection(s)
recommended by the adjudicator(s) in the preceding round of competition.

Contestants must observe the time limits prescribed for each level of competition. Local

40 minutes; Provincial 40 minutes; Nationals 60 minutes.
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Class 1 — Vocal Solo, Any Voice

Competitors proceeding to the Provincial level of competition must perform the selection[s] on which they
were recommended by the adjudicator at the Local level. The recommended selections must include an
advanced operatic aria and sacred aria from standard repertoire with recitative where applicable
and at least one movement of a multi-movement work/song cycle.

An own choice selection is defined as “a single movement composition or one or more movements of a
multi-movement composition”. Song cycles are an example of a multi-movement work.

Local Festival
Competitors must be recommended to Provincials from:

e an advanced selection from an Opera, with recitative where applicable, original key, original
language; advanced Sacred Aria [Aria from an Oratorio, a work of J.S. Bach, or other major
sacred work], with recitative where applicable; and at least one movement of a multi-movement
work/song cycle; or

o National Class, as provided for in the Provincial/Local Festival Syllabus.

Time limit 40 minutes

Provincial Festival
Two or more languages to be included.
Competitors must perform three selections consisting of:
L; One selection from an Opera, with recitative where applicable, from advanced repertoire,
original key, original language.
One Aria from a major sacred work, with recitative where applicable, from advanced
repertoire, original key, language optional.

3. *Multi-movement/song cycle art song from advanced repertoire — at least three movements of
the selection to be performed at the National Festival, or a complete song cycle if less than four
movements.

4. Time limit 40 minutes

1. selection from an Opera, with recitative where applicable; from advanced repertoire
original key, original language as recommended from Provincial Festival.

2. One sacred Aria [Aria from an Oratorio, a work of J.S. Bach, or other major sacred work],
with recitative where applicable, from advanced repertoire as recommended from Provincial
Festival.

3. *Multi-movement/song cycle art song from advanced repertoire — at least four movements of
the selection or the complete song cycle if less than four movements, as recommended from
Provincial Festival.

4. Own choice selection from advanced repertoire, which may not be a multi-movement or song
cycle.

5. Own choice selection from advanced repertoire, which may not be a multi-movement or song
cycle.

6. Maximum time limit of 60 minutes inclusive.

Please note: *For the multi-movement/song cycle art song requirement, a group of songs by the
same composer or from an existing song cycle by a composer is acceptable.
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Class 2 - Piano Solo

Competitors proceeding to the Provincial level of competition must perform at least two consecutive
movements of the selection on which they were recommended by the adjudicator at the Local level.

e anadvanced Sonata, Concerto or Concerted Work; or
e National Class, as provided for in the Provincial/Local Festival Syllabus.
e Time limit 40 minutes
Note: A Concerto or a Concerted Work is defined as any composition written for solo instrument with
orchestral/band accompaniment. Only one Concerto is permitted.

Provincial Festival
Competitors must perform two selections consisting of:
1. At least two consecutive movements of an advanced Sonata or Concerto, or a complete
Concerted Work.
2. One own choice selection from advanced repertoire [may not be another Concerto or another
movement of the above].
3. Time limit of 40 minutes

National Festival
Competitors must perform two selections consisting of:

1. Complete advanced Sonata, Concerto, or Concerted Work as recommended from Provincial
Festival.

2. Own choice selection from advanced repertoire as recommended from Provincial Festival
[may not be another Concerto]. If this selection is from a multi-movement work, additional
movements or the complete work may be performed depending on time.

3. Maximum time limit of 60 minutes inclusive.
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Class 3 - String Solo

Guitar performers must enter Class 4.

Competitors proceeding to the Provincial level of competition must perform at least two consecutive
movements of the selection on which they were recommended by the adjudicator at the Local level.
Instrument must be stated on entry form.

Local Festival
Competitors must be recommended to Provincials from
e anadvanced Concerto, Concerted Work; or
e National Class, as provided for in the Provincial/Local Festival Syllabus.
e Time limit 40 minutes
Note: A Concerto or a Concerted Work is defined as any composition written for solo instrument with
orchestral/band accompaniment. Only one Concerto is permitted.

1. At least two consecutive movements of an advanced Concerto, or a complete Concerted

Maximum time limit of 60 minutes inclusive.
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Class 4 - Classical Guitar Solo

Competitors proceeding to the Provincial level of competition must perform at least two consecutive
movements of the selection on which they were recommended by the adjudicator at the Local level. Piano
accompaniment is permitted, where appropriate.

e anadvanced work; or
e National Class, as provided for in the Provincial/Local Festival Syllabus.
e Time limit 40 minutes

e Instrument must be stated on entry form.

e Memorization is encouraged but not required.

Competitors must be recommended to Provincials from:
e anadvanced Concerto, Concerted Work; or
e National Class, as provided for in the Provincial/Local Festival Syllabus.

Note: A Concerto or a Concerted Work is defined as any composition written for solo instrument with
orchestral/band accompaniment. Only one Concerto is permitted.

Maximum time limit of 60 minutes inclusive.

Class 7 — Percussion Solo
In 2019, Percussion will be a live competition if there are at least three [3] entries. Otherwise it will
be a recorded competition as per guidelines below.

Please note: If percussion is a live competition, submission of recordings will not be required. Competitors
will be required to attend the National Music Festival in Saskatoon, August 6-10, and the entry fee will be
$200.

Competitors proceeding to the Provincial level of competition must perform the selection from advanced
repertoire on which they were recommended by the adjudicator at the Local level.

e Instruments must be stated on entry form.

e Piano accompaniment is permitted, where appropriate.

e Memorization is encouraged but not required.

Recorded Percussion Entry Regulations and Guidelines:

e Only MP4 recordings or via private YouTube are acceptable formats for the submission of
percussion entries.

e Ensure that you submit a high-quality recording. Competitors will be notified of any
technical problems with the recording.

e NO EDITING IS ALLOWED. The recording must be recorded as one, with no interruptions. Keep
the camera running

¢ In-between selections, no matter how long the pause. Do not stop recording for general background
noise, unless it is so loud that it will affect the sound quality. Follow the exact order of repertoire, as
it is listed on the entry form. Do not announce your name and try to avoid recording your voice.

e One original music score for each selection, with the first bar of each line numbered, must
be submitted with recording.

o Addigital file of performer in concert attire.

e Anentry fee of $125 is required.

e Only entries received on or before the entry deadline will be eligible.
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Class 8 — Chamber Group

Competitors proceeding to the Provincial level of competition must perform at least two consecutive
movements of the advanced selection on which they were recommended by the adjudicator at the Local
level.

e Voice category and Instruments must be stated on entry form.

e A combination of any recognized orchestral instruments including harp, guitar, recorder and/or
percussion with or without piano and/or one voice, with a minimum of 3 to a maximum of 6
performers each having their own part.

e When piano is included, the piano part must be original and not an orchestral reduction.

e Instrumentation and amplification may be used only as indicated in the original score.

Competitors must be recommended to Provincials from:
e anadvanced work; or
e National Class as provided for in the Provincial/Local Festival Syllabus.
e Time limit of 40 minutes

Provincial Festival
Competitors must perform two selections consisting of:
1. At least two consecutive movements of own choice advanced selection performed at Local
level.
One own choice selection from advanced repertoire [may not be another movement of the
above].
3. Time limit of 40 minutes

o

National Festival
Competitors must perform two selections consisting of:

1. Complete own choice selection from advanced repertoire as recommended from Provincial
Festival.

2. Own choice selection from advanced repertoire as recommended from Provincial Festival. If
this selection is from a multi-movement work, additional movements or the complete work
may be performed depending on time.

3. Maximum time limit of 60 minutes including set up, tuning, pauses, and striking [removal
of equipment].
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Class 9 - Musical Theatre Solo, Any Voice
Competitors proceeding to the Provincial level of competition must perform the selection[s] on which
they were recommended by the adjudicator at the Local level. The recommended selections must include
a Ballad and Up-Tempo work. The term “Up-Tempo™ is used to describe music with a lively tempo, often
comedy, e.g. — “One Hundred Easy Ways” [from Wonderful Town]. The term “Ballad” is used to
describe music with a slower tempo, often of a serious or introspective nature, e.g. — “On My Own” [from
Les Misérables].
o All selections are to be sung from a published score, in any published key of a staged musical.
e Competitors may use: costumes, one [1] hand prop per selection. A table, chair, and coat rack is
provided.
e Spoken passages are allowed only if published in the script/score provided.
e The original copy can be the Broadway score, from an Anthology, or purchased online [proof of
purchase must be produced.
e Proof of purchase must be shown for all online purchases.
e Selections are not to include operetta/light opera [e.g. Romberg, Johann Strauss, Lehéar, and
Offenbach].

Local Festival
Competitors must be recommended to Provincials from:
e two selections consisting of the following: Musical Theatre Ballad and Musical Theatre Up-Tempo;
or
e National Class as provided for in the Provincial/Local Festival Syllabus.

A Festival official must supervise and witness the recording of the performance of choirs

4. Only MP3 recordings, are acceptable formats for the submission of choral entries. If a
recording is submitted for adjudication at the Provincial Level, the same one must be submitted
to the National Level.

5. Recordings must be completed by May 15, with the same choir, conductor, accompanist, and
accompaniment as in the original performance. The recording must be the first take.

6. No acoustic or electronic compensation, filtering, or other enhancement is to be used while
[or post] recording.

7. Recordings and music scores should contain no reference to the name of the choir, its
conductor or the Festival from which it has been sent.

8. Recorded Choral entries must be submitted as follows:

9. MP3 format of recordings are to be uploaded during the on-line registration process.

10. A clear, scanned copy of the score [including a picture of the cover] must also be uploaded.

I'1. A short biography of the choir, waiver, and media contacts are to be uploaded during the on-
line registration process.

12. A digital photo file of the choir.

13. All materials must be received by entry deadline.

14. All copyrights regarding music must be observed.

15. An entry fee of $125 per choir is required at the National level.

The competition is conducted at three progressive levels:

The National Music Festival provides opportunities for the following types of choral groups:

d. In classes limited by an upper age, 5% of the members may exceed the age limit by not more

Qur Purpose

The Federation's main objective is the identification, development and encouragement of
Canadian talent in the performance and knowledge of classical music. From the local to
provincial to national levels of the festival movement, young artists learn from each other as
well as from formal adjudications by internationally respected adjudicators.

Music festivals provide an excellent public performance opportunity for students. As
students progress to higher levels of competition, they find festivals an incentive to continue

the pursuit of excellence.



NATIONAL MUSIC FESTIVAL SYLLABUS

OQur History

Local music festivals have been operating in Canada since 1908 when the first Festival was organized
in Edmonton, AB. It made such a positive impression that other prairie communities began holding
their own festivals almost immediately. By 1953 every province had at least one operating festival,
and at that point the Federation was officially established. The growth and success of these music
festivals can be attributed to the dedication of volunteer organizers.

The first all-Canadian Music Competition was held in Canada's Centennial Year (1967) with the finals being
held in Saint John, New Brunswick. The National Centennial Committee, in conjunction with provincial
governments, funded this competition. The Federation of Canadian Music Festivals, founded in 1949, was
primarily responsible for the organization and administration.

In 1972 the National Festival was instituted on an annual basis, with final competitions being held in
early September at the Canadian National Exhibition in Toronto.

In 1973, CIBC became the Festival's corporate sponsor ... a relationship that was to last for 24 years,
and it was much appreciated!

In 1981 it was decided that the National Festival would be held in a different province each year.

Starting in 1998, with the end of CIBC sponsorship, the Federation entered new partnering relationships
with cities, towns, companies, corporate sponsors and interested parties so that the National Festival
could continue on an annual basis. These new relationships continue to be forged today.

The National Festival Trust Fund was also established, to build for the future.
